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First African American Billionaire Makes Gift to Foundatior
Reginald F. Lewis Foundation Gives Grant For The
Paul R. Jones Student Center Multiplex and General Operations

The Reginald F. Lewis Foundation, named after the late Reginald F. Lewis, the first Afri-
can American to build a billion dollar company gave the PFA Foundation a grant of
$10,000 to help build the Paul R. Jones Student Center Multiplex and to support gen-
eral operations of the Foundation. Anthony Fugett, brother of the late Mr. Lewis, pre-
sented the PFA Foundation with the gift.

Reginald F. Lewisvas an American businessman, who was one of the most successfu
business leaders during the 1980s. He was the richest African American man in the
1980's. Born in Baltimore, Maryland, he grew up in a middle class neighborhood. He
won a football scholarship to Virginia State College graduating with a degree in eco-
nomics in 1965. He graduated from Harvard Law School in 1968. In 1992, Forbes
Magazine listed Lewis among the 400 richest Americans with a net work estimated at
$400 million. He was the first African American to build a billion dollar company. He
died at age 50, from brain cancer.

He started building his empire with his first major deahe purchase of the McCall
Pattern Company , a home sewing pattern business for $22.5 million. With fewer and

At the time, McCall was

Philanthropist number two in its industry, holding 29.7 percent of the market, compared to industry
leader Simplicity Patterns with 39.4 percent. Within one year, he turned the company

around by freeing up capital tied in fixed assets. By containing costs, improving quality,

beginning to export to China, emphasizing new product introductions, he led the company's to its most profitableoygarHe hist

later sold the company for a profit for investors of a 90 to 1 return.

In 1987 Lewis bought Beatrice International Foods from Beatrice Companies for $985 million, renaming it TLC Beatied, laternat
snack food, beverage, and grocery store conglomerate that was the largest Anwican owned and managed business in the
U.S. When TLC Beatrice reported revenue of $1.8 billion in 1987, it became the firsbveteeak company to have more than $1
billion in annual sales. At its peak in 1996, TLC Beatrice International Holdings Inc. was number 512 on Fortunelishafazine's
