Dr. Michael L. Walker graduated with honors 
from PFA n 1964 and went onto graduate from 
Union College in Lincoln, Nebraska, where he 
majored in Business Administration and Spanish 
with a minor in Secondary Education.

Why DoWe Need A Student Center?   

When Pine Forge Academy opened its doors in September, 1946, Marguerite Dixon was there. The oldest

boarding school nestled in the rolling hills of Berks County, Pennsylvania.   Dixon was the first in her fam-
ily to go away to school. However, her six sisters and brothers followed the trail that she pioneered and 
also went on to achieve personal and professional success. 

Now the 81-year-old pioneering nursing educator is "happily retired," as she calls it, she has again fo-
cused her energy on the academy -- an institution with high standards for excellence and a commitment 
to producing well-balanced leaders.   She became the first black nursing administrator for the University 
of Illinois Nursing Program and former board member of Adventist Health Systems Board.     

 "Pine Forge Academy was great for my family. Without the school, I don't know what we would have
